Technical Operation

Sound, including volume control, needs to be operated from on-stage by company member – this is part of the show. It is operated from a static point, downstage right, away from main action.
We require a technician to operate lighting.
We use a smoke machine and bubble machine during the show. 

Set

No fixed or constructed set. 

1 large blackboard on wheeled frame

1 clothes rail on wheels

3 small wooden A-frame ladders

2 bus seats mounted on solid frames

Table for sound and light operating – downstage right

2 small wooden boxes

Musical instruments on stands

All set is moveable by company members.

Lighting Requirements

General wash with 3 specials (profiles), see lighting plan.

2 blue gels.

Capacity to light audience from lighting desk.

Sound requirements

1 cd player.

Get-in and get-out

Get-in minimum 3 hours, if pre-rigging is not available.

Get-out maximum 1 hour.

Jumping Mouse crew

3 performers and 1 director/operator.

Running Time

1 hour without interval.
